Ministerial Studies Diploma

Studies Diploma, which may qualify you for formal 
ordination in an Assemblies of God Church. After 
completion of this program, you should be equipped 
to apply to become a certified (Level One), licensed 
(Level Two), or ordained (Level Three) minister within 
the church.


You’ll learn how to study the Bible critically, the history of the church, theological concepts, 
ministry skills, and administrative skills required for various ministerial roles in the church.

Courses in the Leadership Honors Diploma program 
prepare you to be a more effective leader in the 
church. Rather than have 100% independent study, 
you will be under the supervision of a qualified mentor 
at a local church. Think of this as an internship.


Once you complete this program, you’ll be credited with an Intermediate Ministerial Internship 
(Level 1) or an Advanced Ministerial Internship (Level 2). Completion of Level 3 could lead you 
toward the path of becoming an ordained minister based on local requirements.



Bible and Doctrine Diploma

Do you feel called to teach others about Jesus? Do you love talking 
about the Bible? Or maybe you just want a stronger biblical 
foundation. 



This diploma prepares you to become a Sunday school teacher at a 
local church. You’ll also have a greater sense of how to discuss the 
Gospel with family, friends, and neighbors. You may also elevate your 
own personal devotional life.


Momentum Training Diploma

The Momentum Training Series offers various specialties, depending 
on where you feel drawn in your ministry. Perhaps knowing someone 
in your life has led you to serve in a particular capacity. Or maybe you 
have a loved one you are trying to reach. Are you a teacher who 
needs extra help in getting through to your students? Whatever your 
reasoning, a Momentum Training Diploma gives you additional tools 
for certain circumstances, particularly in a formal classroom setting.
